Install hardware to connect the Worldgroup
server PC to a TCP/IP network. This can be a
modem or ISDN terminal adapter dialing out
to an Internet service provider, or it can be an
Ethernet LAN card connecting to an Intranet
or to a router to the Internet.

Pencil onto pages 31 and 32 of Sysop’s Guide
the IP addresses, domain names, and other
settings you'll need to enter during installation.

If the Worldgroup server PC has Windows 3.11
or earlier, simply don’t run win.com as part of
autoexec.bat. If it has Windows 95 or later,
shutdown and restart in MS-DOS mode. At
the C:\> prompt, type:

attrib ~-r -s -h msdos.sys ENTER

edit msdos.sys ENTER

Change BootGUI=1 to BootGUI=0 and save.
attrib +r +s +h msdos.sys ENTER

Reboot the PC.

Edit config.sys on the Worldgroup server PC to
include the line FILES=127

If you use a modem to connect the Worldgroup
server to an Internet service provider, skip this
step. If you use an Ethernet LAN card to
connect to a TCP/IP network (whether Internet
or Intranet) and will not need to communicate
with Novell computers, install the IP packet

driver program which came with the LAN card.

If you do need to access Novell file servers,
install Novell ODI drivers. If you further need
Novell workstations to be able to access the
Worldgroup server via IPX/SPX, you'll need to
install the Novell LAN Option at some point
after installing this, the TCP/IP Worldgroup
baseline package.
